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1.0 INTRODUCTION AND GENERAL INFORMATION
1.1 Banff Session 2012

Every two years, the Alberta Association of Architects holds a conference in the beautiful Rocky
Mountains in Banff, Alberta appropriately titled, Banff Session. The conference provides an
opportunity for those involved in the practice of architecture and interior design to discuss their
work, ideas, beliefs, and attitudes in an arena of open dialogue, in a unique context
unencumbered by the everyday pressures and activities of the workplace.

Banff Session has historically been attended by a full house of approximately 450 architects, interior
designers, academics, interns, and students from all parts of Canada and the United States. This
year will be the inaugural year of the Banff Session Student Award Program (BSSAP). The Program is
a way for the Alberta Association of Architects (AAA) to assist students in attending the event by
supporting their registration to the conference, including accommodation, The award recipients in
2012 will be determined by a student ideas poster competition related to the theme of this year’s
conference ‘Cultural Context’. Entry into this competition is for all student members of the
AAA.
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2.0 BANFF SESSION STUDENT AWARD PROGRAM POSTER COMPETITION BACKGROUND
2.1 Theme: Cultural Context

How does an architect from Western Europe design a school that the locals adopt as their own for a
community in Bangladesh? How does an interior designer create work environments for a
corporation to embrace, and even enhance, a corporate culture they are not a part of?

In an industry becoming increasingly more globalized, architects and interior designers are working
in countries, and among cultures, that are very different from their own. Many times, these projects
— museums, memorials, libraries, art galleries and corporate headquarters — hold a special
significance in the community: the represent the collective character and memory of a group and
how that image is presented to the rest of the world.

At Banff Session 2012, 5 speakers will explore how Cultural Context impacts and enhances design
decisions and working methods while connecting people to places, through their own design
experiences.

2.2 The Speakers

Craig Dykers, Snohetta, www.snoarc.no, New York, New York

Craig Edward Dykers received a Bachelor of Science in Architecture at the University of Texas in
Austin after initial studies in medicine and art. Craig worked in both Texas and California before co-
founding the architecture, landscape, and interior design company, Snohetta, in Oslo, Norway in
1989 and in New York City in 2004.

He has served as co-designer of many prominent projects, including the Alexandria Library in Egypt,
the National Opera in Oslo, Norway, and the National September 11 Memorial Museum and Pavilion
at the World Trade Centre Site in New York City.

Recently having completed the new National Opera in Oslo, Snohetta has gained a number of
other prominent cultural buildings including the new King Abdulaziz Centre for Knowledge and
Culture, the new James B. Hunt Jr. Library in Raleigh, North Carolina, the expansion of the SFMO-MA
in San Francisco, California, and the Redesign of Times Square in New York City. Craig has also
served as a Diploma Adjudicator at the Architectural College in Oslo and as a Distinguished
Professor at City College in New York City and Syracuse University’s NYC Studio. He has lectured
extensively throughout Europe, Asia, and the Americas.

Anna Heringer, Anna Heringer Architecture, www.anna-heringer.com, Salzburg, Austria

Anna studied Architecture at the Linz University of Art and Design in Austria, and continued by taking
Doctorate studies at the Technischen Univeritat in Munich. She has organized, developed and
assisted various organizations to overcome real-world problems by implementing simple, harmonious
design solutions through structure, technique and use of materials, as well as with the location, the
environment, the user, and the socio-cultural context. Anna is a force for good; she believes that
Architecture is a tool to improve lives, and that sustainability is a synonym for beauty.

Architect MAA/RIBA, Kim Herforth Nielsen, born 1954, is Founder and Principal of 3XN. Kim Herforth
Nielsen graduated from the Aarhus School of Architecture in 1981 and was one of the three Nielsen-
founders in 1986. Ever since he has been the driving force behind 3XN, and been involved in all the
practice's major projects, including The Blue Planet, Kubus in Berlin, Museum of Liverpool, Jrestad
College, Muziekgebouw Concert Hall in Amsterdam, the Danish Embassy in Berlin and the Architects’
House in Copenhagen.

Kim Herforth Nielsen is often called upon as a jury member in international architectural competitions,
and as lecturer at art academies and universities around the world. Kim Herforth Nielsen is a Knight of
Dannebrog and has received Denmark’s highest architectural honor, the C.F. Hansen Medaille.

Since LOHA’s inception in 1990, founder and principal Lorcan O’Herlihy has sought opportunities to
engage the ever changing complexities of the urban landscape with respect to spatial and
experiential information. In 2004 the Architectural League of New York selected Lorcan O’Herlihy as
one of the eight “emerging voices” in the United States. In 2009 Lorcan was elevated to the
prestigious College of Fellows of the American Institute of Architects, an honor awarded to members
who have made significant contributions to the profession. Lorcan’s commitment to design
excellence in commercial, educational and residential projects has earned over 60 national and
local design awards including the 2010 AlA/Los Angeles Firm of the Year Award.

Lauren Rottet is one of the most-celebrated interior architects today with an extraordinary record of
awards, publications, lectures, juries and honours. Ms. Rottet recently became the only woman in
history to be elevated to Fellow by both the American Institute of Architects and International
Interior Design Association. She also holds the coveted titles of Interior Design Hall of Fame, Contract
Magazine (formerly Interiors Magazine), Designer of the Year and Lifetime Appointee to the U.S.
General Services Administration’s National Register of Peer Professionals for Design Excellence. In
2006, Rottet was inducted as an Inaugural Member of the Women in Design Hall of Fame. She also
served as Juror for the 2010 Cooper-Hewitt National Design Award. Ms. Rottet’s furniture and
product designs have earned her four gold medals for Best of NeoCon and a Chicago Athenaeum
Award.

Each entry will consist of 3 parts, a digital poster (PDF), a short written description (PDF),
and entrant information.

Entries will only be accepted in digital format to the following email address —
studentawardsprogram@aaa.ab.ca. Entries must be received in the inbox no later than
midnight MTN standard time on the day of deadline.

The Poster. The poster shall be submitted in PDF format and shall be designed to a size
equal to 24”x24”. File size should be maximum 5MB for ease of email transfer for the
submission entry. The winners will be asked to submit a higher resolution image for
printing. Should the recipient win AAA will be asking for a full scale non compressed 24" x
24” EPS, JPEG or Hi-res PDF file type with 300 dpi or higher for printing. For initial entry
submission a maximum 5MB PDF file is required, winners only will be contacted to
provide the high resolution images for printing, but all entrants should be prepared with
the high resolution image upon request.

The Written Description. A short description, in PDF format, no more than 1 page
maximum that explains the poster desigh and how the poster relates to the theme of
‘Cultural Context’, should be included in the same email. No entrant names or names of
organizations, institutions or firms that would unfairly bias the jury should be indicated
within the title or description text. See 4.11.6 Anonymity below.

As this Theme has many layers and can be discussed
broadly or specifically, entrants are encouraged to take their own view of what cultural context
means to them.

Design Excellence will be judged on the poster look including layout, ease of understanding, and
overall aesthetic.
